· 70% have Disruptive Behavior Disorders; 15% have Internalizing Disorders; 10% have Posttraumatic Stress Disorder; 14% have Pervasive Developmental (Autism Spectrum) Disorders
· Caregivers’ self-reported psychiatric problems include 16% Disruptive Behavior Disorders; 62% Internalizing Disorders; 16% Bipolar Disorder; 18% with Substance Abuse histories; and 38% who have experienced traumatic events
· 24% of youth receive the higher level of home-based services, EOS-I; 66% of these children have been hospitalized before (half of those, more than once)

· 56% receive the lower level of home-based services only, EOS-II or CAITS; 31% of these children have been hospitalized one or more times before

· 20% of youth begin receiving EOS-I services but are stepped down to EOS-II/CAITS services
